At our March meeting, the 

CCF hosted a video and slide 

show of a trip last year to Baja 

California presented by James 

Lee.  A group of KHYC members 

made the trip to a remote area in 

Baja known as the San Ignacio 

Lagoon.  This lagoon is a precious body of 

water in the El Vizcaino Biosphere Re-

serve where the California Gray Whales go 

to breed and give birth.  

To arrive at the lagoon, the group had 

to travel by bus across the Mexico border 

to Ensenada, where they boarded a plane 

for a 2.5 hour flight, landing on a dirt strip 

45 minutes from Camp Cortez.  They 

stayed in cabins along the lagoon shore.  

The entire camp runs on solar and wind 

power. They enjoyed margaritas at Happy 

Hour (5-6 PM) every day!   

A small fraction of the lagoon near the 

entrance to the sea is the whale observation 

area.  The video captured whale spouts and 

flukes, spy hopping and breaching.  The 

male whales had already left the lagoon to 

go north, so the remaining whales were the 

mothers and their calves. Adult grays can 

grow to 50 feet, weighing up to 35 tons, 

while newborns are at least 13 feet 

long and weigh about a ton at birth.   

The visitors viewed the whales 

from Pangas (20-foot boats).  The 

boats did not approach the whales, 

but the whales came right up to 

them; the mother whales would 

nudge the newborns gently towards the 

boats.  Amazing!  The people could rub the 

whales, look into their eyes, and check out 

their barnacles. The video showed people 

being sprayed by the whalesô spouting. 

James also described the beautiful 

powder-blue skies, deep-red sunsets, and 

desolate landscapes of the lagoon.  EDITORôS 

NOTE:  According to a reliable, anonymous source, 

James Lee often entertained the whales with his 

ukulele music while in San IgnacioéSO COOL! 

We then had a discussion about the 

planning of this trip, the best time to go, 

and the cost (about $500 a day).  The pres-

entation inspired many of us to start plan-

ning our next trip to San Ignacio. 

Captain Holly Scott will be speaking at 

our Tuesday, May 10th meeting about 

cruising the northern Channel Islands.  We 

will start with a potluck dinner at 6:45 PM; 

feel free to join us!  Also watch for info 

about the Fatherôs Day party in June!

In the March TELLTALE  I reported that the board had approved $25,000 to replace the 

L-brackets on the pier and the handrails.  There were conditions attached to that approval 

that were not met.
