Opening Day; and some serve full sit-down meals, while others 

serve only hors dôoeuvres. 

Los Angeles YC, established in 1901, starts the Opening Day 

Season off with a BANG! Literally! During the ceremony, their 

cannon is fired for every officer whose burgee is raised. It is so 

loud that ear plugs are offered to the club guests. Long Beach YC 

puts on a wonderful brunch before their ceremony, which is held 

on the deck by their pool. LBYC fires off a shotgun during the 

rising of the burgee of each of their incoming officers. Alamitos 

Bay YC has a superb clubhouse with terrific views. I was im-

pressed by the participation of the ABYC Juniors, dressed in their 

blue blazers,  helping with parking and guest relations. Seagate 

YC in Huntington Harbor hosts a boat parade before the ceremony 

at their clubhouse. We spent a wonderful afternoon touring around 

Huntington Harbor with my cousin and SGYC member, Cindy, on 

a beautiful 50ô powerboat.  

One of the most entertaining Opening Days happens to be one 

of the first we attended in 2016 at Santa Monica Windjammers 

YC. It was their 75th anniversary (the club was established in 

1941), and they were going with a óRosie the Riveterô theme in 

honor of 1941 and World War II. Many of the club members were 

dressed from that period, including several men who dressed as 

Rosie the Riveter complete with red lip stick, red polka dot scarf, 

denim shirts and all.

So this 
article will cover two meetings to remedy the 
problem. 

In April , we reviewed ñNutshellò by Ian 
McEwan. The moderator was sup-
posed to be Carole Stonich, but 
she was gallivanting around New 
Zealand with her husband Ivan. So 
we all ended up collaborating as 
moderators. We had some laughs 
ñgossipingò about Trudy, the pro-
tagonist, who had betrayed her 
husband John and who remained living in the 
marital home, even after her husband was no 
longer living there; and how she remained co-
habiting with his brother in his house, while the 
two of them continued with their nefarious plans.    

In May , we reviewed ñManhattan Beachò 
by Jennifer Egan. The meeting 
was moderated by Judy Folkman, 
who did a wonderful job of pre-
senting this book, which is princi-
pally a novel of New York city 
and which inevitably pays tribute 
to the cityôs iconography. How-
ever, Egan and her characters turn 
their backs on a Manhattan interior defined by 
subways and skyscrapers to look outward to sea 
from the confining high-rise buildings and mari-
time docking facilities.  

The prevalence of the ocean in this story is 
definitely central to the symbolism portrayed in 
the book. And for those of us who have lived 
long periods of time in the middle of the Big 
Apple, the book is a bittersweet reminder of the 
excitement of living there, coupled with the 
alienation from nature experienced daily by the 
inhabitants of the city. It is a well known fact 
that the first thing New Yorkers ask each other at 
the end of the week is: ñWhere are you going 
for the weekend?ò
